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Lessons from APN CRRP and CAPaBLE Projects

• Universities/colleges collaboration. Involving the institution situated near/within the project site.  

• Development of tailored training activities and capacity development tools based on needs

assessment from local government and stakeholders by local institutions, in local languages.

• Establishing model cases close to (local) government and people and show co-/multi-benefits

• Improving local/communitiesô understanding of their climate change and resilience issues.

• Development of community membersô confidence to identify the cross-cutting nature of climate

change impact and the support they needed to address the issues. 

• Simple and cost efficient tool for CC adaptation helps local governments in remote area.

• Cooperation between/among countries which has/had similar backgrounds/experiences. It 

helps deeper understanding situations of each cities. And voices from countries/cities which 

had/has similar experience are persuasive.

• Visual way such as video etc. is one of the best way to help peopleôs understanding(policy 

makers, citizens etc.) . E-conference, social medias or other IT tools can be great help too.



• Science should be brought to local levels so that policy makers have diverse 

information.

• Having local champions in the policy sector can really help implementation.
